After this, aware that everything was now finished,

in order that the Scripture might be fulfilled,

Jesus said, "I thirst."

On Good Friday, we fast from meat to acknowledge and honor the death of Jesus,
the Paschal Lamb. This Good Friday as we hear Christ say, "I thirst," we hear the cry
of the crucified people around the world who have died, been displaced, or affected
by climate change in any way, especially due to our overconsumption of resources. 

PRAY and FAST

At each meal today as we fast from meat, bring to mind the people most vulnerable
to climate change and pray for them as you eat your food. If you already don't eat
much meat, consider reducing consumption of dairy products today as a part of your
fast to also reduce your carbon "foodprint." 

Consider praying the Laudato Si' Stations of the Cross today as an additional way to
remember our neighbors most vulnerable to climate change.
