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There is no punishment sufficiently severe for the so-called "progressive" Democrats
who sent a letter to President Joe Biden urging negotiations with Russia to end the
war in Ukraine.

A
new report from the United Nations finds that "just 26 of 193 countries that agreed
last year to step up their climate actions have followed through with more ambitious
plans," according to The New York Times. Here in the U.S., you can bet a Republican-
controlled Congress next year will try and roll back the climate change funding
approved in both the infrastructure and inflation reduction packages passed this
year. The consequence? "A future marked by more intense flooding, wildfires,
drought, heat waves and species extinction."
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Also at the Times, reporters Michael Keller and David Kirkpatrick do a deep dive into
those districts where white voters have become increasingly radicalized by Trump
and his acolytes, and what made them susceptible to these radical ideas. On the one
hand, this is what political scientist and author Robert Putnam and others have been
saying for years, but it still shows the high price we have paid as a culture for the
evils of neoliberalism. I do not believe the people interviewed were born bigots. They
