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Pope Francis has accepted the resignation of Bishop Thomas J. Tobin of Providence,
Rhode Island, and Coadjutor Bishop Richard G. Henning of Providence immediately
succeeds him.

Tobin turned 75 April 1, the age when canon law requires bishops to submit their
resignation to the pope. He had headed the statewide diocese since 2005. Francis
named Henning, 58, as Providence’s coadjutor Nov. 23. Before that he was auxiliary
bishop of the Diocese of Rockville Centre, New York.
